. To reverse the button assembly: remove the four screws, mounting base, spring, and spindle from the button as

shown (Fig #2). Rotate the mounting base and spindle 180°. Reinstall components in the reverse order, (reverse
order of Fig #2), to insure proper functionality: 1. Slide spindle in the provided slot of the button (Refer to Step 2 if
spindle must be cut) 2. Insert spring into the bent portion of the spindle and place inside rear of button. Make
sure the spring seats on mounting base spring bump (not shown) and rests against the spindle 3. Finally, insert
mounting base (make sure spindle slides through provided slot of the mounting base) and fasten with provided
hardware,
